pursuant to 49 U.S.C. § 44907

DHS determined that Ninoy Aquino International Airport (MNL), Pasay City,
Republic of the Philippines did not maintain and carry out effective security
measures.

To comply with 49 U.S.C. § 44907 the travel agents in U.S. are required to
inform the passengers using MNL airport of the notice “The U.S. Department of
Homeland Security has determined that Ninoy Aquino International Airport
(MNL), Pasay City, Republic of the Philippines does not maintain and carry out
effective security measures.”

ANA sends the availability and booking information of NH flights to/fromm MNL
with the warning “FOR US LAW 49 44907 GIVE PAX NOTICE OF MNL" as
Booking Response.

DRS news will be updated when DHS determines to suspend the notice

requirement for MNL airport.
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
